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Dungeness East Road 
From the chart, Dungeness East Road looks an unlikely anchorage, with the land that provides the 

shelter raising only a few metres above the 
sea and the rather sinister outline of a 
nuclear power station looming.  However, it 
is strategically located for a rest or tide stop 
for boats heading up or down the channel. 
 
Roar Bank is surprisingly sheltered in blows 
from West around to South West and we 
have spent the night here in little more than 
a light chop in SW force 5 when just South 
of Dungeness the significant wave height 
was running at about 1.5m  
 
Occasional pulses of long swell may be 
experienced, which are probably wakes 
from big ships in the down-channel lane only 
about 8 miles South.  
 
We anchor in about 3m on the Roar Bank, 
just on the inshore edge of the red sector of 
Dungeness lighthouse, or a little further in. 
 
Going to and coming from the East the 
entry and exit are obvious. 
 
Going to and coming from the West  boats 
must stay 1M south of Dungeness light 
when to the West of it, to clear the Lydd 
ranges when they are firing. We do this 
always now, since once we called the range 
safety officer on the mobile phone and were 
reassured that firing had finished for the 
day, only to be chased away by VHF a few 
moments later.
